There were no department reports.

OLD/NEW BUSINESS

Pat Breen, from the Boys and Girls Club was present to ask the council for funds to support the girl’s summer baseball program.  A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Schroeder to approve a $1,000 donation to the Boys & Girls Club for the girl’s summer softball program.  All voted aye, motion carried.
Jeff Doom was present to answer questions about the handicap fishing pier at Wagner Lake.  The grant awarded by the SD Dept of Fish, Game and Parks is for $80,000 for the fishing pier.  It is a 75% paid by the state and 25% paid by the city.  Discussion followed.  A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Bartunek to approve the project for the handicap fishing pier at Wagner Lake, upon approval of plans by the SD Dept. of Fish, Game and Wildlife.  All voted aye, motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS

A quote was received for the surplused 2002 Crown Victoria patrol car.  A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Bartunek to accept Jarred Niehus’ offer of $500 for the surplused patrol car.  All voted aye, motion carried.

Bids were opened for the chip sealing and fog sealing project for summer 2013.  A motion was made by Bartunek, second by Thornton to accept The Road Guy Construction’s bid of $1.063 per square yard or a total of $26,575.00 for chip sealing and $0.345 per square yard or a total of $5,175.00 for fog sealing.  All voted aye, motion carried.

This being the time and place published for the public hearing for a special one-day malt beverage license and a special one-day liquor license for Wagner Labor Day Celebration on August 31st, September 1st and 2nd, 2013.  No one appeared in regard to this application.   A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Cuka to approve the application.  All voted aye, motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Schroeder to approve the purchase of a 2007 Crown Victoria patrol car for $9,500.00, if still available.  All voted aye, motion carried.

Mike Jansen, Water Superintendent presented a list of eight different smaller water and wastewater improvement/repair projects that need to be done throughout the city.  Discussion followed.  A motion was made by Bartunek, second by Schroeder to approve the projects.  All voted aye, motion carried.
EXECUTIVE SESSION

A motion was made by Thornton, second by Johannsen to enter into executive session at 7:38 pm for personnel issues pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2 (1).  All voted aye, motion carried.

The Mayor declared the council out of executive session at 7:53 pm.  

A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Schroeder to hire Brett Kuca for $8.50 per hour for summer maintenance worker.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Cuka, second by Thornton to hire Jayne Crisman as pool manager at $10.00 per hour, Miranda Crisman as lifeguard at $7.75 per hour, Megan Kocer as lifeguard at $7.75 per hour, Aiyana Jack as lifeguard at $7.75 per hour, and Josh Davies as lifeguard at $7.25 per hour.  All voted aye, motion carried.
Police Chief, Tim Simonsen informed the council that he had received a request from the Charles Mix County Sheriffs Department for city funds to help pay the salary of an investigator working for their department, but throughout the county.  Discussion followed.  The consensus of the council was that the police budget is set for 2013 and there will not be any forseeable extra funds available.
A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Cuka to adjourn the meeting at 8:07 pm.  All voted aye, motion carried.
