DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Larry Blaha asked for permission to obtain quotes for propane for the winter season.
The chip sealing for the summer is complete and went well.  Commercial Asphalt will be fog sealing some of the streets that were chip sealed.  

The intersection of 1st Street SW and High Avenue SW is moving along.  There have been some delays because of rain.  

Mike Jansen informed the council that the 1st Street SE water project is complete except for the seeding of grass.

MAYOR REPORT

Mayor Hosek reported that he and Tom Beeson had attended the elected official’s workshop in Pierre and it was very informational.

He also reported that the audit is complete and it went well.

The Mayor also noted that we would like to entertain the idea of reducing the number of patrol cars and purchasing a new one.  Used car prices are higher and state bid new vehicles are economical.
OLD BUSINESS

The Mayor gave an update on the estimate and work to be done to the sidewalk in front of city hall.  Discussion followed.  A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Cuka to approve the estimate from Wagner Building & Supply for $1,106.00 to remove and replace a portion of the sidewalk.  All voted aye, motion carried.

The two SB235 applications were submitted July 30th, 2013.  It is estimated it may be September when results will be known.

The bids were opened for the armory roof and air conditioning.  Guarantee Roofing was the low bidder with a base bid of $139,360.00 with an alternate of $67,667.00 for a metal roof and an alternate of a condensing unit for $54,624.00 for a total of $261,651.00.  Discussion followed.  Expenses of the project with are split with the school and city, 60/40, respectively.   A motion was made by Cuka, second by Johannsen to approve the bid from Guarantee Roofing for $261,651.00, contingent upon what the school board decides to do.  All voted aye, motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS
The approval of the audit report for 2011 and 2012 will be tabled until it is approved by the state.  

Larry Blaha presented a design for a sign that reads Wagner Lake to be placed above the new restrooms at Wagner Lake.  The sign is made of 3 inches of cedar and will be hand engraved and burned into the wood and the approximate cost is $800.00.  Discussion followed.  A motion was made by Cuka, second by Bartunek to approve the sign.  Four voted aye, Johannsen voted nay, motion carried.

A motion was made by Beeson, second by Bartunek to approve a letter of commitment as a participating city in the Charles Mix County Hazard Mitigation Plan.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Cuka to place Ordinance No. 2013-01 “2014 Appropriation Ordinance” on its first reading.  Upon roll call vote being taken, the following voted AYE:  Cuka, Bartunek, Beeson, Fredrich, and Johannsen.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The following were absent:  Schroeder.  The following abstained:  None.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Cuka to approve the hiring of Mitchell Area Security for the Labor Day Celebration for the amount of $5,405.00.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Cuka, second by Bartunek to set the date for the regular council meeting for Wednesday, September 4th, 2013 at 7 p.m.  All voted aye, motion carried.

EXECUTIVE SESSION

A motion was made by Beeson, second by Johannsen to enter into executive session for personnel reasons, pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2 (1) at 7:47 pm.  All voted aye, motion carried.

The Mayor declared the council out of executive session at 7:58 pm.
A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Fredrich to hire Marlin Mousseau as a part-time police officer at $14.00 per hour.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Cuka, second by Bartunek to approve an independent contractor agreement between the city and Amanda Bechen.  All voted aye, motion carried.

There was a brief discussion on the Barkel building.

A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Beeson to adjourn the meeting at 8:13 pm.  All voted aye, motion carried.
