MEETING OF THE COMMON COUNCIL AS THE LOCAL BOARD OF ADJUSTMENTS OF THE CITY OF WAGNER, CHARLES-MIX COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA

The City Council convened at 7:00 p.m. on July 1st 2013 as the Board of Adjustment.  Present were, Mayor, Don Hosek, Finance Officer, Rebecca Brunsing, City Attorney, Ken Cotton, and the following councilmen:  Ron Cuka, Merle Bartunek, Tom Beeson, Ron Fredrich, Roger Schroeder, and Todd Johannsen.  Absent:  None.  

The Mayor called the meeting to order stating that the purpose of the meeting was reviewing the recommendations of the Planning and Zoning Commission from the June 17th, 2013 zoning meeting.  A motion was made by Beeson, second by Bartunek to approve the agenda.  All voted aye, motion carried.
The Planning and Zoning Commission had recommended a zoning variance for Casey’s General Store.  They want to add on to the west side of their building.  The corner of the addition will be on the property line.  Discussion followed.  Mike Jansen, Water Superintendent wants to check and make sure the addition would not be over a water line.  A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Cuka to approve the recommendation, contingent upon if the addition will be over a water line or another utility.  If this is the case, the utility in question will be moved by the owner’s expense, before addition is started.  All voted aye, motion carried.
The Planning and Zoning Commission is not recommending a rezoning request for Chuck Kocer at 407 High Avenue NW.  Discussion followed.  A motion was made by Bartunek, second by Cuka to approve the recommendation of the planning commission and not rezoning the property.  Upon roll call vote being taken, those voting in favor were:  Fredrich, Cuka, and Bartunek.  Those against:  Beeson, Johannsen, and Schroeder.  Being a tie, the Mayor voted aye, and the rezoning request will not be allowed.  
The Planning and Zoning Commission recommended a conditional use request for Shining Star Academy.  Discussion followed.  A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Johannsen to approve the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning Commission.  All voted aye, motion carried.  

A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Bartunek to adjourn the Board of Adjustment at 7:22 pm.  All voted aye, motion carried.
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
