Estimates for the removal of a trailer and utility shed located at 109 1st Street SE were reviewed.  A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Johannsen to accept Powers Salvage of $750.00 to remove the trailer and utility shed and clean up the property, contingent upon receiving a certificate of insurance liability and signing a hold harmless and indemnification agreement.  All voted aye, motion carried.  
NEW BUSINESS

There was discussion of a tractor lease with C & B Operations, Inc. The company has h leases where they let a city use a tractor for 6 months at no cost.  There is a limit on total number of hours that can be used and it must be insured.  A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Thornton to enter into the lease.  All voted aye, motion carried.

This being the time and place published for the public hearing for a special one-day malt beverage license for Wagner National Guard for the military ball on February 2nd , 2013 at the Wagner National Guard Armory.  No one appeared in regard to this application.   A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Bartunek to approve the application.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Cuka, second by Thornton to approve a spiking permit for Knights of Columbus at the American Legion on February 10th, 2013.  All voted aye, motion carried.

There was discussion of reconstructing the intersection of High Avenue SW and 1st Street SW intersection.  More information will be brought to the February meeting.
