DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Larry Blaha briefed the council:  he is looking into four rule signs for Wagner Lake, the new bathrooms at the lake are now open and the roller for street repairs was purchased.  He also reported that the sprinklers on the north side of the lake will be completed on July 2nd.
Mike Jansen reported to the council that the 1st half of 1st Street SE water improvement project is complete and the contractors will be starting the second half this week.  Also the intersection of High Ave SW and 1st Street SW will start next week.

There was no Mayor’s report.
NEW BUSINESS
Bob Babcock and Brooke Edgar from Helms and Associates was present to five a short presentation regarding the environmental assessments that were completed at the airport.  The FAA would like the city to have control over the runway protection zones at the ends of three runways.  It is noted that most plane crashes happen in these areas and a goal is to prevent areas of congregation that may attract animals or people at the ends of these runways.  

The next step is to advertise for the opportunity for the public to comment on what environmental concerns they may have.  A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Schroeder to approve for the publication of the opportunity for public hearing. All voted aye, motion carried.

Chuck Kocer was present concerning putting in a septic tank at 407 High Avenue NW.  There is currently a tank there, but it needs to be replaced.  Since there is no sewer line in that area and the city doesn’t have any plans in the future, they may grant this request.  Discussion followed.  A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Johannsen to approve the septic tank.  Motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS

There was a brief discussion of empty lots the city has and would they consider donating them to one of the housing groups that will be applying for funding to bring housing to Wagner.
The bids were opened for the port-a-pots for Labor Day.  A motion was made by Cuka, second by Johannsen to approve the bid from J & K Septic for $4,500.00, and a separate bid for the rodeo grounds for $450.00.  All voted aye, motion carried.
This being the time and place for a public hearing for the Wagner Fire Department for the Figure 8 Races during the Labor Day celebration on September 1st, 2013. No one appeared on behalf of the application.   All voted aye, motion carried.

This being the time and place for a public hearing for Wagner Saddle Club for August 31st, 2013 and September 1st, 2013 for the Wagner Labor Day celebration.  No one appeared on behalf of the application.  All voted aye, motion carried.

There was discussion of replacement of curb and gutter that Arens Engineering will be replacing on Sheridan Avenue and if the city will be assisting in the cost of the asphalt repair.  It was the consensus of the council that the city will not pay anything.
Larry Blaha gave an update on a FEMA drainage application that the city applied for in 2008.  It was brought to the city’s attention that there is funding available and this project will be looked at in more detail.  As details arise, the council will be informed.

NEW BUSINESS
A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Bartunek to approve the Memorandum of Understanding for non-standard traffic pattern operations.  

There was discussion of the new state law that became effective July 1st, 2013.  It will now be legal to discharge fireworks until the Sunday after the 4th of July.  There was discussion on the current city ordinance which allows for the discharge of fireworks through the 5th of July.  Discussion followed.  A motion was made by Bartunek, second by Schroeder to change the city ordinance and mirror the state law.  All voted aye, motion carried.

There was discussion of replace a portion of the sidewalk on the west side of city hall.  Roger and Tom will work with Wagner Building and Supply to figure out how much of the sidewalk needs to be replaced.

A motion was made by Cuka, second by Beeson to accept an offer of city owned property on 7th Street for $500 from Wally Payer and the purchase pay all the fees.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Schroeder to approve the discharge of fireworks at the Wagner Speedway on July 5th, August 9th and September 2nd, 2013.  All voted aye, motion carried.
EXECUTIVE SESSION
A motion was made by Cuka, second by Beeson to enter into executive session at 8:20 pm for personnel issues pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2 (1).  All voted aye, motion carried.

The Mayor declared the council out of executive session at 9:30 pm

A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Johannsen to adjourn the meeting at 9:30 pm.  All voted aye, motion carried.
