DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Mike Jansen gave an update on the on the 1st Street water improvement project.  The contractor indicated with weather permitting, he would start the project in two weeks.
Larry Blaha reported that the bathroom at Wagner Lake is approximately 70% completed.  Mr. Blaha also reported on vandalism at the lake.  Discussion followed.  

The Finance Officer reported that the city had received notice that the expenditure to have the PAPIs (Precision Approach Path Indicators) flight checked by the FAA will not have to be paid by the city.  One of the airport approaches is being upgraded to LPV approaches which will require the PAPIs to be commissioned.  The expense will be paid by the FAA.
Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hosek briefed the council on a discussion that he had will Bill Hartley.  The Mayor also shared concerns of a citizen that lives by Wagner Lake.

NEW BUSINESS
A motion was made by Cuka, second by Johannsen to renewal the employees health insurance.  All voted aye, motion carried.

There was discussion of Senate Bill 235, the Build South Dakota Fund.

Flo Hare, EDA Director, Yankton Sioux Tribe, was present to address the council on the RBOG (Rural Business Opportunity Grant).  The Yankton Sioux Tribe is applying for a grant with USDA to have a regional comprehensive plan done that includes the City and the Tribe.  She would like the City to write a letter of support.  
OLD BUSINESS

Jeff Doom was present to give an update on the handicap fishing pier.  He plans and specs are complete and will be sent to the state for approval.  Once approval is received, the City can bid the project.

There were no bids received for the port-a-pots for Labor Day.  The bid notice will run again and bids will be opened July 1st, 2013.

This being the time and place for a public hearing on the 2012-2013 malt beverage license for Super Foods.  The Mayor asked if anyone was present to speak on behalf or against the license.  A motion was made by Cuka, second by Johannsen to approve the application.  All voted aye, motion carried.

Ken Cotton gave a brief update of platting the southeast part of the city from the highway to 3rd Street SE.

There was a brief discussion on the one-mile zoning.  A special meeting was set for Monday, June 10th, at 5:30 pm.  Brian McGinnis from District III to answer questions the council may have.
The dog ordinance discussion is tabled until July until more information can be researched.

The culvert on the north city limits was tabled until the July meeting.

A motion was made by Bartunek, second by Schroeder to renew the on-off sale malt beverage license for Super Foods Liquor for 2013-2014.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Schroeder to approve for publication and set the date for public hearing for July 1st, 2013 at 7 pm for the Wagner Fire Department for the Figure 8 Races during the Labor Day celebration on September 1st, 2013.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Cuka, second by Bartunek to approve for publication and set the date for public hearing for July 1st, 2013 at 7 pm for the Wagner Saddle Club for August 31st, 2013 and September 1st, 2013 for the Wagner Labor Day celebration.  All voted aye, motion carried.
A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Beeson to enter into executive session at 8:34 pm for personnel issues pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2 (1) and proprietary business SDCL 1-25-2 (5).  All voted aye, motion carried.

The Mayor declared the council out of executive session at 9:49 pm

A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Schroeder to increase Shane Larson to $13.75 for completion of a probationary period.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Bartunek, second by Cuka to increase Dave Andrews to $14.25 per hour for successful completion of law enforcement training.  All voted aye, motion carried.
