DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Larry Blaha informed the council that the State Department of Health has a mosquito grant available and the city will be applying for a new mosquito sprayer.
Mike Jansen informed the council that the baby pool needs a major repair.  The return water lines are broke.  A motion was made by Cuka, second by Bartunek to hire MC&R Pools to repair the baby pool lines for $6,321.00.  All voted aye, motion carried.

Becky Brunsing informed the council that Geoff Fillingsness from Beresford would be willing to come to Wagner and inspect properties that the council deems in need of repair.  She will be meeting with him soon and will report back to the council.

Tim Simonsen was present to ask the council to surplus a 2004 Crown Victoria patrol car.  The consensus was to surplus.  This item will be placed on the special meeting agenda for June 9th, 2014.

OLD BUSINESS
Brian McGinnis was present to review the final draft of the ETJ (Extra Territorial Jurisdiction) more commonly known as one-mile zoning.  Mr. McGinnis briefly gave an overview of the draft and the council agreed with the contents.  Mr. McGinnis commented that it would be a good idea to meet with the county commissioners again to review the changes and final draft.  The auditor’s office will be contacted to be put on the agenda for the June 12th meeting.
The soil boring testing is done on the property where the new city shop building will be placed.  It will possibly be the end of June before the drawings are complete.

There was an update on the Front Avenue SE/1st Street SE water/sewer project.

The following ordinance was placed on its second reading:

ORDINANCE NO.  2014-01
AN ORDINANCE REPEALING EXISTING WAGNER MUNICPAL 

CODE §5-1-10(b) RELATING TO DISCHARGE OF FIREWORKS, AND REPLACING SAID §5-1-10(b) WITH THE LANGUAGE SET FORTH BELOW.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF WAGNER, CHARLES MIX COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA:
Section 1.  PURPOSE.  The purpose of this ordinance is to repeal in its entirety Wagner Municipal Code §5-1-10(b) Discharge of Fireworks.

Section 2.  WAGNER MUNICIPAL CODE §5-1-10(b) Discharge of Fireworks is hereby replaced with the following language:


Fireworks may be discharged within the city limits of Wagner, South 
Dakota, during the period beginning June 27th and extending through 


the end of the first Sunday after July 4th and during the period 


beginning December 28th and extending through January 1st of each


year from and after the effective date of this ordinance.


Section 3.  The daily times where fireworks shall be allowed to be discharged within the city limits of Wagner, South Dakota, shall be from 8:00 o’clock a.m. to 10:00 o’clock p.m. of each day as set forth above, with the exception of July 4th of each year when fireworks may be discharged within the city limits of Wagner, South Dakota, from 8:00 o’clock a.m. to 12:00 a.m. 

on July 5th of each year. 

Section 4.  That this ordinance is necessary for the preservation and support of the municipal government and its existing public institutions and shall take effect immediately upon the passage and publication hereof.

Francis Zephier was present to address the city council on the homeless in Charles Mix County in regards to the meth amphetamine problem.  The Mayor and council thanked Francis for coming to the meeting to discuss this issue.

Sharon Haar, president of the Wagner Community Housing, Inc. was present to discuss some housing issues and to obtain feedback from the council.  

The following resolution was presented:

RESOLUTION
WHEREAS, the City of Wagner, SD operates a water distribution system which is governed by City of Wagner Water Ordinance 2010-04, which is codified in Wagner Municipal Code section 7-1-20; and

WHEREAS, said Wagner Water Ordinance 2010-04 provides that the Wagner City Council can adjust and establish municipal water rates by resolution from time to time as circumstances may dictate; and

 WHEREAS, the City of Wagner purchases all of the water with which to stock its water distribution system pursuant to a contract that it maintains with Randall Community Water District, including what water rates the City of Wagner will pay to said Water District for water; and

WHEREAS, Randall Community Water District has advised the City of Wagner that it will be raising its set minimum price per month to the City of Wagner by $1,000.00, effective July 1st, 2014;
WHEREAS, it is necessary for the City of Wagner to pass this increase on to its residential and commercial water users, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that the City of Wagner hereby raises the minimum water rates within the City of Wagner by the sum of $1.54 per month, per each water service, effective July 1st, 2014.

ORDINANCE NO.  2014-02
AN ORDINANCE ADDING NEW SECTIONS 1-1-4.2 AND 1-1-4.3 TO THE EXISTING WAGNER MUNICPAL (WMC) SECTION 1-1-4 PROHIBITING THE PARKING OF VEHICLES IN EXCESS OF 20,000 lbs. GROSS VEHICLE WEIGHT (GVW), OR IN EXCESS OF 30 FOOT IN LENGTH, OR MORE THAN 8 FEET WIDE, FROM PARKING ON ANY TRUCK ROUTE STREET OR AVENUE, MAIN AVENUE, OR ANY OTHER STREET OR AVENUE WITHIN THE CITY OF WAGNER, FOR MORE THAN ONE HOUR. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF WAGNER, CHARLES MIX COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA:
Section 1.  PURPOSE.  The purpose of this ordinance is to ADDING NEW SECTIONS 1-1-4.2 AND 1-1-4.3 TO THE EXISTING WAGNER MUNICPAL (WMC) SECTION 1-1-4 PROHIBITING THE PARKING OF VEHICLES IN EXCESS OF 20,000 lbs. GROSS VEHICLE WEIGHT (GVW), OR IN EXCESS OF 30 FOOT IN LENGTH, OR MORE THAN 8 FEET WIDE, FROM PARKING ON ANY TRUCK ROUTE STREET OR AVENUE, MAIN AVENUE, OR ANY OTHER STREET OR AVENUE WITHIN THE CITY OF WAGNER, FOR MORE THAN ONE HOUR. 


Section 2.  WAGNER MUNICIPAL CODE Section 1-1-4.2 shall hereby read:  “It shall be unlawful for any person to park any vehicle  in excess of 20,000 lbs. gross vehicle weight (gvw), or in excess of 30 foot in length, or more than 8 feet wide, from parking on any truck route street or avenue, main avenue, or any other street or avenue within the city of wagner, for more than one hour.  

Section 3.  Original Wagner Municipal Code, Section 1-1-4.2 is hereby redesignated at Wagner Municipal Code, Section 1-1-4.3 and is hereby amended to read:  “Violations of this ordinance shall be a misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof shall subject the owner or driver of said vehicle in violation of this section to a fine of up to two hundred dollars ($200.00) per occurrence.


Section 4.  That this ordinance shall be addition to any other parking ordinances previously adopted by the City of Wagner and shall be considered an addition to any other parking ordinances and is not to be considered in replacement of any other parking ordinances.


Section 5.  That this ordinance is necessary for the preservation and support of the municipal government and its existing public institutions and shall take effect immediately upon the passage and publication hereof.
