This being the time and place for a public hearing for a special one-day malt beverage license for Custom Touch and Limo for a street dance on June 14th, 2014.  Ruth Bouza, owner was present to inform the council of the plan they have set for that night.  There will be a BBQ and a DJ for a dance in the evening.  It is not expected to go late.  Mary Irwin, a neighbor across the street, was concerned about the noise late at night, access in and out of her driveway and her property being damaged by people attending the event. ORDINANCE NO.  2014-01
AN ORDINANCE REPEALING EXISTING WAGNER MUNICPAL 

CODE §5-1-10(b) RELATING TO DISCHARGE OF FIREWORKS, AND REPLACING SAID §5-1-10(b) WITH THE LANGUAGE SET FORTH BELOW.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF WAGNER, CHARLES MIX COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA:
Section 1.  PURPOSE.  The purpose of this ordinance is to repeal in its entirety Wagner Municipal Code §5-1-10(b) Discharge of Fireworks.

Section 2.  WAGNER MUNICIPAL CODE §5-1-10(b) Discharge of Fireworks is hereby replaced with the following language:


Fireworks may be discharged within the city limits of Wagner, South 
Dakota, during the period beginning June 27th and extending through 


the end of the first Sunday after July 4th and during the period 


beginning December 28th and extending through January 1st of each


year from and after the effective date of this ordinance.


Section 3.  The daily times where fireworks shall be allowed to be discharged within the city limits of Wagner, South Dakota, shall be from 8:00 o’clock a.m. to 10:00 o’clock p.m. of each day as set forth above, with the exception of July 4th of each year when fireworks may be discharged within the city limits of Wagner, South Dakota, from 8:00 o’clock a.m. to 12:00 a.m. 

on July 5th of each year. 

Section 4.  That this ordinance is necessary for the preservation and support of the municipal government and its existing public institutions and shall take effect immediately upon the passage and publication hereof.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
CITY OF WAGNER/WAGNER AREA GROWTH, INC.

MAY 5, 2014


MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING made and entered into on the 5th day of May, 2014, by and between the City of Wagner, a South Dakota Political Subdivision, of PO Box 40, Wagner, SD 57380 Post Office, hereinafter referred to as “First Party,” and Wagner Area Growth, Inc., a South Dakota Nonprofit Corporation, of PO Box 370, Wagner, SD 57380 Post Office, hereinafter referred to as “Second Party.”


WITNESSETH:


WHEREAS, First Party, Second Party and other interested individuals and entities within the Wagner, Charles Mix County, SD area, having been considering the most beneficial and practical way in which to fill the currently-open position of Economic Development Coordinator for the Wagner area; and


WHEREAS, First Party and Second Party have come to an agreement which they wish to memorialize with this Memorandum of Understanding regarding the hiring of an Economic Development Coordinator; therefore, and in


CONSDIERATON of the mutual promises and covenants herein contained, First Party and Second Party agree as follows:


1.  The City of Wagner will agree to fund a portion of the costs of Second Party hiring an Economic Development Coordinator to serve the Wagner area.


2.  Second Party will secure additional funding from various entities and/or individuals that may be interested in contributing to the hiring of the Economic Development Coordinator.


3.  Second Party will identify and find any funds over and above the $45,000 that will be funded by First Party regarding the salary, benefits, etc. for the new Economic Development Coordinator.


4.  This Memorandum of Understanding envisions a term initially of one year, from and after May 5, 2014, and terminating on April 30, 3015.  The parties hereto further agree that this Memorandum of Understanding may be extended by mutual agreement of the parties for like one-year intervals, or may be amended in its entirety and/or replaced with a new agreement between the parties at any time in the future based upon both parties consenting to any said amendments and/or replacements of this Memorandum of Understanding. 


5.  This Memorandum of Understanding is subject to termination by either First Party or Second Party upon sixty (60) day’s notice to be given by the terminating party to the non-terminating party.  Both parties to this Memorandum of Understanding agree that in the event of termination of this arrangement and/or agreement that both parties will act in good faith to accomplish the termination in a manner fair and equitable to both parties and the Economic Development Coordinator that will be hired as a result of this arrangement. 


Notices will be directed, in writing, to the addresses for First Party and Second Party above named in the event notices of termination or other notices need to be given throughout the term of this Memorandum of Understanding.


6.  Second Party agrees to appear and report to First Party at such times and places as First Party may from time to time direct on the progress being made by the Economic Development Coordinator for the benefit of First Party and the Wagner area.


7.  The representative for the First Party will be Rebecca A. Brunsing, City of Wagner Finance Officer, and the representative for the Second Party will be Bryan Slaba, Chairman of Second Party.  


WHEREFORE, the parties have made and entered into this Memorandum of Understanding on the 5th day of May, 2014, for the purposes herein contained.
