DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Larry Blaha informed the council that the pickup for the parks and recreation departments was picked up from state surplus a couple of weeks ago.

The Finance Officer gave an update on the new roof and air conditioning unit at the armory.  She also updated the council on the employee health insurance renewal.  

MAYOR REPORT

The Mayor received a request to change the parallel parking on Third Street from the south side of the street to the north side of the street by the Wagner Theater and Honomichl Design to assist truck drivers making the turn onto Third Street coming from the elevator.  The issue will be looked into and discussed at the December meeting.
There was a brief discussion on a possible business operating in a residential section of the city.

OLD BUSINESS

This being the time and place for a public hearing on the application for an on-off sale malt beverage license for John Tuttle DBA Doggers located at 305 W SD Hwy 46, Wagner, SD. No one appeared on behalf of the application in favor of or against.  A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Schroeder to approve the on-off sale malt beverage license for Doggers, Inc.  All voted aye, motion carried.
This being the time and place for a public hearing on the application for an on-sale liquor operating agreement license for Dudley’s Sports Bar and Dakota Bowl. No one appeared on behalf of the application in favor of or against.  A motion was made by Cuka, second by Bartunek to approve the on-sale liquor operating agreement license for Dudley’s Sports Bar and Dakota Bowl.  All voted aye, motion carried.

Three estimates were received for painting the approach numbers on the airport runway.  A letter of recommendation was read from Helm & Associates, the city’s engineer for the airport.  They recommend the estimate be awarded to Fahrner Asphalt Sealers, LLC for $11,298.00.  A motion was made by Beeson, second by Fredrich to approve the estimate from Fahrner Asphalt Sealers, LLC for $11,298.00.  All voted aye, motion carried.

The Finance Officer reported to the council that the farm layout plan for the airport had changed in the last five years and that is why the original notice was cancelled so a new map could be obtained.  Discussion followed.  A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Johannsen to advertise for bidders for hay and grass land acres at the Wagner Municipal Airport.  All voted aye, motion carried.
A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Bartunek to advertise for bids once the SD Fish, Game and Parks approves plans for the handicap fishing pier.  All voted aye, motion carried.  

NEW BUSINESS
Neil Von Eschen was present for discussion of the Barkel Building.  The county is the present owner of the building and the building is in disrepair.  Mr. Von Eschen asked if the city would be willing to contribute to the demolition of the blighted property.  Discussion followed.  The city attorney and finance officer will check with the city’s insurance company on this issue.  
A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Cuka to surplus a 1988 Chevy pickup and advertise for bids.  All voted aye, motion carried.

Mike Jansen, Water Superintendent, informed the council that the city was contacted by Randall Water District of an increase in the city’s minimum paid each month to Randall Water District, effective July 2014.  This is due to the upgrading of the treatment plant at Platte.  The city’s minimum will raise $1,000.00 per month, $12.000.00 for the year.  This will equate to an increase in the minimum for city residents of $1.54 per month.

A motion was made by Bartunek, second by Johannsen to approve a quotation from Gov Office to update the city website for $1,100.00.  All voted aye, motion carried.
EXECUTIVE SESSION

A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Beeson to enter into executive session for proprietary business, pursuant to SDCL -1-25-2 (5) and personnel reasons, pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2 (1) at 8:06 pm.  All voted aye, motion carried.

The Mayor declared the council out of executive session at 9:02 pm.
A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Cuka to adjourn the meeting at 9:02 pm.  All voted aye, motion carried.
