NEW BUSINESS
Kelsey Doom was present to give an update on Wagner Area Growth and Wagner Chamber of Commerce to include the upcoming holiday promotions.  Ms. Doom requested that if the council would approve the additional funds, of approximately $1,300.00, left in the Economic Development budget, this could be used to help support the holiday promotion and other upgrading of Chamber services.  Discussion followed.  A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Beeson to approve the additional funds of $1,300.00 to the Chamber of Commerce.  All voted aye, motion carried.
There was general discussion of alcohol licensing and procedures.  Carol Dvorak was present for clarification of obtaining a special event license at the armory.  There was also discussion of events held at the Wagner Theatre.  

A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Beeson to approve the renewal for the employee health insurance.  All voted aye, motion carried.

Approval of a pay request for Menning Backhoe was tabled until after executive session.  

There was discussion of obtaining a broom and plow for the skid loader.  A motion was made by Beeson, second by Cuka to purchase a broom and plow for the skid loader in the amount of $9,036.00.  All voted aye, motion carried.

There was discussion of signs and bushes that impede a driver’s vision on Hwy 46 and side streets.  The city will be trimming trees in November and December.  

The Finance Officer gave an update to the council of nuisance properties whether it is for lawn mowing or clean up that they had not paid their bill to the city.  There are approximately six property owners that will have assessments placed on their first half of taxes in April 2016.  These assessments will have to be paid before property taxes can be paid.
