DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Mike Jansen reported that there was a final change order for $2,940.45 on the 1st Street SE water project.  Final quantities were received from the contractor.  A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Johannsen to approve the change order for $2,940.45.  All voted aye, motion carried.
Larry Blaha reported that the fog sealing is now complete.  The bathrooms at City Park and Wagner Lake will be winterized and closed for the season.

MAYOR REPORT

The Mayor gave a report on a property.  He also received a phone call about a nuisance property on South Park Street NE.  That complaint is being handled by the police department.
OLD BUSINESS

This being the time and place for a public hearing for the City of Wagner, the city anticipates submitting applications to the United States Department of Agriculture Office of Rural Development for waste and water grants to assist in the construction of a wastewater collection and water distribution improvements.

The City of Wagner expects to apply for approximately $1,570,000 of grants and loans from USDA Office of Rural Development to be used in the proposed project, which is expected to cost approximately $1,576,000 million.  The purpose of the hearing is to receive comments from the public regarding the application.
No one was present with comments on the applications and no comments had been received by the Finance Office.  A motion was made by Beeson, second by Cuka to close the public meeting.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Schroeder to approve the Joint Powers Agreement between the SD Dept. of Game, Fish and Parks and the City of Wagner for the handicap fishing pier at Wagner Lake.  All voted aye, motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS
Dale Petrik was present concerning a water and sewer issue.  Discussion followed.  No action was taken.
A motion was made by Cuka, second by Beeson to approve for publication a public hearing on the application for John Tuttle DBA Doggers located at 305 W SD Hwy 46, Wagner, SD and set the date for public hearing for November 4th, 2013 at 7 pm.  All voted aye, motion carried.

The Council reviewed one estimate for painting the number on the airport runway.  Helms & Associates, engineer for the airport projects, recommended rejecting the offer because of no other cost estimates to compare to.  They will reissue requests for proposals and will extend the completion time.  A motion was made by Bartunek, second by Schroeder to reject the one estimate received.  All voted aye, motion carried.
The crop and hay lease at the Wagner Municipal Airport is up on January 1st, 2014.  A motion was made by Cuka, second by Johannsen to advertise for bid on the crop and hay lease.  All voted aye, motion carried.

There was discussion of street lights that are needed around town in dark areas.  The police department compiled a list at least nine areas where street lights are needed.  A motion was made by Cuka, second by Johannsen to approve this list and submit a letter to Northwestern Energy for placement of the poles. All voted aye, motion carried.  

There was discussion of a used pickup for the parks and recreation department with 2013 available funds.  There is also a boat available for $350 when work needs to be done at Wagner Lake to the fountains.  This was originally budget for 2014.  A motion was made by Bartunek, second by Johannsen to purchase a pickup and the boat for $350 if funds are available in 2013.  All voted aye, motion carried.
EXECUTIVE SESSION

A motion was made by Beeson, second by Bartunek to enter into executive session for personnel reasons, pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2 (1) at 7:42 pm.  All voted aye, motion carried.

The Mayor declared the council out of executive session at 8:17 pm.
A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Beeson to increase Brian McGuire to $14.50 per hour, for satisfactory completion of six month probation.  All voted aye, motion carried.  

A motion was made Bartunek, second by Cuka to hire Nancy Reinbold at $11.00 per hour for the Library Aide position at the library.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Cuka, second by Schroeder to adjourn the meeting at 8:19 pm.  All voted aye, motion carried.
