Due to continual vandalism problems with the restrooms at the city park, they will be closed for the season within a week.

Three doors were replaced on the airport hangar this week.

The 1st and High Avenue intersection project is complete except for the seeding.
MAYOR REPORT

The Mayor informed the Council that the SD Municipal League Conference would be October 8th through 11th, 2013.
The Mayor let the council know that equipment was being looked in to be able to do power point presentations, video presentations, etc.

OLD BUSINESS

Larry Blaha gave an update on the handicap fishing pier at Wagner Lake.  The State is close to finalizing the plans/drawings for the pier.  Once that is complete, a MOU (Memorandum of Understanding) will be signed and the advertising of bids will follow.  The City has committed $20,000 to the project.

A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Cuka to accept a quote from Country Pride for propane at $1.15 per gallon.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Johannsen to set the date for a special meeting on Wednesday, September 18th, 2013 at 5:30 pm.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Cuka to place Ordinance #2013-02, “2013 Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance - Armory” on its first reading.  Upon roll call vote being taken, the following voted AYE:  Cuka, Bartunek, Beeson, Fredrich, Schroeder, and Johannsen.  The following voted NAY:  None.  The following abstained:  None.  The following were absent:  None.  Motion carried.
There was discussion of Main Street curbs in need of repair and other curbs and sidewalks throughout the city.  No action taken.

A motion was made by Bartunek, second by Cuka to approve two concrete pads for the dumpsters at Wagner Lake for a total of $2,142.00.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Beeson for a decrease of $13,329.37 in the Menning Backhoe contract for the 1st Street Water Improvement Project.  All voted aye, motion carried.  

A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Johannsen to approve a $1,000.00 contribution to the County for the STOP grant to help assist with domestic violence problems.  All voted aye, motion carried.  

A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Bartunek to approve a statement of extension indicating Wagner’s intention to join Planning District III for 2014.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Cuka, second by Schroeder to approve the agreement for professional services for the design of a wildlife fence at the airport.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Fredrich to approve a letter of agreement for land acquisition assistance at the airport.  All voted aye, motion carried.
There was discussion of dates for the summit meeting with various housing committees on either October 16th, 21st, 23rd, or 30th.  

There was discussion on budget items.
