PURSUANT TO DUE CALL AND NOTICE THEREOF, the special June meeting was held on 10th, 2013 at the Wagner City Hall at 5:30 pm.  Present were:  Mayor Don Hosek, Finance Officer, Rebecca Brunsing, City Attorney, Ken Cotton and the following councilpersons:   Ron Cuka, Merle Bartunek, Tom Beeson, Ron Fredrich, Roger Schroeder and Todd Johannsen.  Absent:  None.

The meeting was called to order and the Mayor called for the approval of the agenda.                     A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Fredrich to approve the agenda.  All voted aye, motion carried.

There were no vouchers to be approved at this time.

OLD BUSINESS

Karen Janousek was present to discuss the request from Rural Office of Community Services for the Dakota Senior Meals for $2,348.25.  Because of funding being cut, their office is reaching out to local governments for assistance.  Discussion followed.  A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Beeson to approve the request of $2,348.25. All voted aye, motion carried.
Brian McGinnis was present from Planning &Development District III to have continued discussion with the Council on the one mile extra territorial jurisdictional zoning.  Discussion followed.  It is the consensus of the Council that they want to proceed with the extra territorial jurisdictional zoning up to a mile from the Wagner city limits.  A request will be made that city officials be put on the June 20th, 2013 Charles Mix County Commission agenda to discuss this extra territorial jurisdictional zoning with the commissioners.
NEW BUSINESS
Air conditioning at the armory is an item that was budgeted for 2013.  After ongoing issues with the flat portion of the roof at the armory, this issue will need to take precedence as determined by the armory board.  The armory board proposes hiring an architect, Jim Schramm, to put together specification and plans for bidding purposes.  The bid plans would include a specification for the flat portion of the roof, an alternate for the pitched portion of the roof and another alternate for the air conditioning for the armory.  Discussion followed.  A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Schroeder to approve the contract with Jim Schramm for architectural services at the armory, specifically the proposed roof and air conditioning.  All voted aye, motion carried.
A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Schroeder to enter into executive session at 6:40 pm for personnel issues pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2 (1).  All voted aye, motion carried.

The Mayor declared the council out of executive session at 7:46 pm.
