THE MEETING OF THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WAGNER, 

CHARLES MIX COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA

PURSUANT TO DUE CALL AND NOTICE THEREOF, the special September council meeting was held on September 19th, 2013 at the Wagner City Hall at 5:30 pm.  Present were:  Mayor Don Hosek, Finance Officer, Rebecca Brunsing, City Attorney, Ken Cotton and the following councilpersons:   Ron Cuka, Merle Bartunek, Tom Beeson, Ron Fredrich, Roger Schroeder and Todd Johannsen.  Absent:  None.
The special meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

The meeting was called to order and the Mayor called for the approval of the agenda.                     A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Johannsen to approve the agenda.  All voted aye, motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

Kelsey and Jeff Doom were present to update the council on a SB235 application that will be submitted by a private housing group that wants to bring in governor homes to vacant lots in Wagner. The group is applying for a $200,000 grant to bring in four governor homes for home ownership.  The group has identified empty lots around Wagner and has an interest in a city lot located on the corner of North Street NW and High Avenue NW, across from McCormick Field.  Discussion followed.  

A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Beeson to approve a spiking permit for Todd Weber and Janiece Littau for a wedding reception at the National Guard Armory on September 21st, 2013.  All voted aye, motion carried.
The Finance Officer briefed the Council on the Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP) Program.  The TAP is a grant program that uses federal transportation funds for specific activities that enhance the intermodal transportation system and provide safe alternative transportation options.  The TAP redefines former transportation enhancement activities and consolidates eligibilities with Safe Routes to School, Scenic Byways and Recreation Trails programs.  The Finance Officer stated there has been some interest in a project, and a letter of intent would need to be submitted by Monday, September 23rd, 2014.  Discussion followed.  The consensus of the Council was to table this project for 2014. 

OLD BUSINESS

There was budget discussion for 2014.  Areas discussed were:  monies for Wagner Community Housing, Wagner Area growth, updating the council room to make it more technologically useable, security cameras, equipment for the street, parks and recreation department, armory improvements and a possible future public works building.  
A motion was made by Beeson, second by Cuka to enter into executive session for personnel reasons, pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2 (1) and proprietary business, pursuant to SDCL 1-15-2 (5) at 7:38 pm.  All voted aye, motion carried.

The Mayor declared the council out of executive session at 8:07 pm.

The consensus of the Council was to donate the city’s lot on the corner of North Street NW and High Avenue NW, across from McCormick Field, contingent upon the housing group having a successful grant application for the purpose of placing a governor’s house on the lot for home ownership.  
A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Johannsen to adjourn the meeting at 8:10 pm.  All voted aye, motion carried.
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
