Department Reports
Reconstruction of the 1st Street SW and High Avenue SW interaction will start approximately June 1st.

There has been discussion in the past about a new concession stand for the pee wee and midget baseball program.  Due to limited funds, a temporary 12’ X 12’ portable shed will be used at Heinnes ball field for a concession stand.
Hickory Avenue SW and 5th Street SW was discussed.  People are driving on the empty lot were the street ends and making a dirt path.  This will be closed off, so vehicles will need to stay on the street.

Cleanup coupons were discussed.  Due to the snowy weather in April, it was the consensus of the council to extend the use of the coupons the month of May.

A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Beeson that nomination cease and cast a unanimous ballot.  Five voted aye, Bartunek voted nay, motion carried.

A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Cuka to accept the appointments and assignments for 2013.  All voted aye, motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

This being the time and place for a public hearing on the location transfer of the off-sale liquor license for Wagner Super Foods from 71 Main Avenue SW to 107 Hwy 46, Wagner, SD.  The Mayor asked if anyone was present to speak on behalf or against the transfer.  Scott McAdaragh, from Wagner Super Foods gave a brief description of where the liquor store will be located.  A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Schroeder to approve the transfer.  All voted aye, motion carried.
A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Schroeder to approve the following malt beverage on-sale and on/off sale licenses:  Alco, Buche Foods, Bob’s Liquor, Casey’s, K’s Qwik Stop, Valley Pump, Wagner Super Foods, Wagner Speedway, Wagner Theater, Inc. and Weisser Oil.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Beeson to approve the publication for public hearing for Super Foods Liquor for an on-off sale malt beverage license and set the date for June 1st, 2013 at 7 pm at Wagner City Hall.  All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Cuka, second by Bartunek to advertise for port-a-pot service for the Wagner Labor Day 2013 celebration.  All voted aye, motion carried.
A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Schroeder to approve a spiking permit for Hubbs Agency, Inc. for July 16th, 2013 at the American Legion.  All voted aye, motion carried.

The approval of the annual report for 2012 was tabled until the May 20th special council meeting.

A motion was made by Cuka, second by Fredrich, to implement the following policy June 1st, 2013:  

ACH and NSF Policy

If a water customer that is currently using the ACH (Automatic Clearing Housing) process to pay utility bills, or paying by personal check; they may not have more than two (2) NSF (Non Sufficient Funds) transactions in a 12 month period.  If this occurs the customer will be placed on a cash payment basis immediately.

All voted aye, motion carried.

There was discussion of the need to designate an emergency shelter location.  Mike Kotab was present from the Charles Mix County Emergency Management.  He said he would assist the city in any way he could to help find a location.  Mayo Hosek noted that Mr. Kotab, Tim Simonsen, Police Chief and other council members would look into this need to designate an emergency shelter and bring ideas to the meetings in the future.

There discussion of dogs running a large throughout the city.  Tim Simonsen, Police Chief, noted that some cities have a darting ordinance to help catch the dogs.  There was also discussion of revising the ordinance to list specific breeds of dogs that are considered vicious and ban them from the city limits.  A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Cuka to gather information on the darting ordinance and information revising the ordinance to specify what vicious dogs are to be banned from the city.  All voted aye, motion carried.
The Finance Officer briefed the council on the PAPIs (Precision Approach Path Indicators) at the airport.  This guidance system for pilots was installed over two years ago and cannot be used until the FAA flight checks them.  The estimated cost to do this is $3,639.41.  This expense will be reimbursed at 95% through the federal grant process but not until the next airport project is started.  Discussion followed.  A motion was made by Bartunek, second by Schroeder to approve the flight check for $3,639.41.  All voted aye, motion carried.
There was discussion of the culvert at the north city limits on Front Avenue NE.

A motion was made by Johannsen, second by Schroeder to enter into executive session at 8:20 pm for personnel issues pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2 (1) and proprietary business SDCL 1-25-2 (5).  All voted aye, motion carried.

The Mayor declared the council out of executive session at 8:58 pm

A motion was made by Fredrich, second by Schroeder to hire Miranda Crisman as pool manager at $10.00 per hour.  All voted aye, motion carried.  
A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Cuka to adjourn the meeting at 9:00 pm.  All voted aye, motion carried.
