OLD BUSINESS

Brooke Edgar was present from Helms & Associates to award the bid for the Wagner Municipal Airport Hangars to Wagner Building & Supply .  A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Tyler to approve the low bid to Wagner Building & Supply in the amount of $489,480.00 contingent upon receipt and approval of a Good Faith DBE Effort and receipt of an FAA Grant Offer.  Five voted aye, Beeson abstained.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Honomichl to approve the agreement for professional services for bidding, construction administration and resident engineering services for the airport hangars to Helms and Associates.  All voted aye, motion carried.

DGR Engineering was present to discuss the Community Access grant application for Walnut Avenue SW that will be submitted July 15th, 2019.

Be It Further Resolved that the City of Wagner will be responsible for all engineering expenses associated with the project, and a minimum of twenty percent (20%) of all construction costs;

And Be It Further Resolved that the City of Wagner will be responsible for all maintenance and repairs to the route after the construction of the project;

And Be It Further Resolved that the Mayor of the City of Wagner is authorized to execute the Community Access Program application.

A motion was made Cuka, second by Jaton to approve an estimate from Rexwinkle Concrete in the amount of $2,571.43 for a valley gutter on the end of Poplar Drive and 10th Avenue.  All voted aye, motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Beeson to approve $1,000.00 for donation of funds for the Rural Office of Community Support for the meals on wheels program.  All voted aye, motion carried.
Dana Sanderson was present for consideration of request of funds for a water heater in the kitchen at Park View Villa.  Discussion followed.  No action taken.  

There was discussion on sidewalk ordinances.

A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Tyler to approve a quote from Wagner Building & Supply rip rap work at Wagner Lake in the amount of $18,624.13.  Five voted aye, Beeson abstained, motion carried.
A motion was made by Jaton, second by Honomichl to approve a concrete pad for the garbage dumpsters at the library.

WHEREAS, in June of 1989, the City of Wagner, a South Dakota Municipal Corporation, entered into a Street Relocation Agreement with David D. Honomichl, as President of Honomichl Design, Inc., a South Dakota Corporation, with its principal place of business in Wagner, Charles Mix County, SD; and 

WHEREAS, the Street Relocation Agreement altered Railway Street on the south side of the business property owned by Honomichl Design, Inc., by moving the direction of Railway Street up to the southern boundary line of Plat of Lot 5, Block 5, Original Townsite, Wagner, SD, prepared at the time by Emmet Kotrba, a Registered Land Surveyor in the State of South Dakota; and

WHEREAS, Honomichl Design, Inc., shared the Street Relocation Agreement above referenced as well as the plat above referenced with the State of South Dakota, Department of Transportation, Office of Railroads, at the time these documents were being prepared and completed; and, more specifically, on April 26, 1990, by Quit Claim Deed, conveyed to the City of Wagner, Grantee, the property described as:  Lot R-1, a subdivision of Railroad Right-of-Way in the NE1/4 of Section 4, Township 95 North, Range 63 West of the 5th P.M., Charles Mix County, South Dakota; and

WHEREAS, the City of Wagner did then, on October 5, 1992, conveyed by Warranty Deed, duly made, executed, and recorded in the Office of the Register of Deeds, Charles Mix County, South Dakota, to Honomichl Design, Inc., a South Dakota Corporation, as Grantee, the property described as Lot five (5), of Block Five (5), in the Original Townsite, of Wagner, Charles Mix County, South Dakota, as set forth on recorded plat located in Plat Cabinet C-47, on Slide 25, in the office of the Register of Deeds, Charles Mix County, South Dakota; and

WHEREAS, the City wishes to make and execute this Resolution for the purposes of documenting and clarifying, as well as specifically vacating Railway Street as to all of platted Lot 5 referenced above based upon the original Street Relocation Agreement referred to above, as well as the Warranty Deed from the City of Wagner to Honomichl Design, Inc., referring to said Lot five (5), of Block five (5), in the Original Townsite, of Wagner, Charles Mix County, South Dakota, as set forth on the recorded plat located in Plat Cabinet C-47, on Slide 25, in the office of the Register of Deeds, Charles Mix County, South Dakota; therefore, be it hereby

RESOLVED, that the City of Wagner hereby makes and adopts this Resolution for the purposes of:  (1) vacating Railway Street over, and (2) terminating any right, title, or interest it may have in the following described real property:


Lot five (5), of Block five (5), in the Original Townsite, of Wagner, Charles Mix 


County, South Dakota, as set forth on the recorded plat located in Plat Cabinet 
C-47, 
on Slide 25, in the office of the Register of Deeds, Charles Mix County, 
South Dakota; and be it further

RESOLVED, that with the adoption of this Resolution, and the prior Warranty Deed referenced above, from the City of Wagner to Honomichl Design, Inc., a South Dakota Corporation, the City hereby:  (1) vacates Railway Street as to all of the above-described real property, and (2) terminates any right, title, or interest it may have in and to the said real property; and, it is also ordered that a copy of this Resolution be published as in the case of Resolutions and Ordinances, and that thereafter, a transcript of this Resolution, duly certified by the City Finance Officer, be filed for record in the Office of the Register of Deeds, Charles Mix County, South Dakota.
