No one was present
for public comment.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS

The maintenance department reported that they are in the process of removing dead
trees at Hennies Ball Park. The pavers and retaining wall on the back stop of
McCormick ball field was removed. Wagner Building & Supply will be pouring the new
wall next week and the back stop netting will be installed by American Fence.

Rich Dufur, councilman, has expressed an interest in volunteering and mowing for the
maintenance department. The consensus of the council is to allow this. This is noted in
the minutes for worker's compensation coverage.

The water and sewer department reported that the temporary water lines in southwest
Wagner will be disconnected soon. The city is waiting for the contractor to complete
this job. Menning Excavations will be starting on SE EIm Avenue in a couple of weeks.

The finance office department reported:

e The Transportation Alternatives Program Grant for the sidewalk from the school
to the boys and girls club was submitted to the state on October 15t

e A representative from the Land Water Conservation Fund Committee from the
state came to conduct a site visit at city park for the two new picnic shelters.

e $14, 036.00 dollars for the Airport CARES Grant of $20,000 has been approved
and received by the city.

e Approximately $179,977.21 will be submitted to the State for the COVID
Recovery Fund Act for wages and benefits of the public safety department.

e Additional items are being gathered and will be submitted for reimbursement.

Dana Sanderson was present along with Brenda Sanderson and Yellie Turner for
discuss the proposed Wagner Lake Culture and Music Festival. The purpose of the
festival is to increase culture awareness, understanding and appreciation for all cultures
in our general area and to help build positive working relationships within the
community. The date has been set tentatively for Sunday, June 13", 2021. Discussion
followed. A motion was made by Beeson, second by Dufur to allow the event to be held
at Wagner Lake. All voted aye, motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS

There was discussion of trench boxes, a mini excavator and trailer. No action taken on
the mini excavator or trailer. A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Dufur to
purchase an 8 X 8’ trench box from Iron Lot, LLC in the amount of $8,426.06. All voted
aye, motion carried.



NEW BUSINESS

A motion was made by Cuka, second by Kirwan to approve a decrease of $8,534.55 for
the 2020 Utility Improvements project contingent upon approval from USDA Rural
Development. All voted aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Beeson, second by Schroeder to approve pay request #3 for the
2020 Utility Improvements to Menning Excavating in the amount of $207,505.76
contingent upon approval from USDA Rural Development. All voted aye, motion
carried.

A motion was made by Schroeder, second by Kirwan to approve pay request #7 to
Wagner Building & Supply for the Wagner Municipal Hangar Project in the amount of
$60,682.00. Five voted aye, Beeson abstained, motion carried.

A motion was made by Beeson, second by Cuka to approve the Maintenance and
financial Agreement between the SD DOT and City of Wagner for Pavement
Maintenance at the Wagner Airport and authorize the Mayor to execute this agreement
at the authorized representative for the Sponsor (city). All voted aye, motion carried.
There was no executive session.

A motion was made Dufur second by Klrwan to adjourn the meeting at 7:50 pm. All
voted aye, motion carried.
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
