The purpose of the public hearing was to consider a recommendation for a conditional use for Dave Greger, on property located at 300 High Ave, described as lot 10 and 11 of Block 22 of Milwaukee Fourth Addition of City of Wagner, Charles Mix County, South Dakota.

Mr. Greger is wanting to build a new addition on his home. Since he is zoned in highway commercial, any additions or construction on a home is listed as a conditional use.

A discussion about actual height of structure and the property of which the grain bin will sit on was had.

The mayor asked the public if there was any comments or discussion on said item and there was none.

A Motion to approve the height variance for Fousek Grain was made by Schroeder, and seconded by Mohr. 4 voted aye: 1 Oppose Dufer.

Lastly on the agenda was a recommendation for a variance for Prestige Cleaners on  property located at 518 E SD Highway 46. 

Prestige cleaners would like a variance of 2’ from side lot line and 6’ variance from the rear lot line. The request was made because the proposed structure would line up with their business building.

The mayor asked the public if there was any comments or discussion on said item and there was none.

A Motion to approve the variance for Prestige Cleaners was made by Cuka, and seconded by Beeson. All voted aye, motion carried.
